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Protests can be made by one team against another team whom they believe has broken a rule of the By-Laws, or has done something they consider not in the intended spirit of the game.  Protests are dealt with by the Competition Committee on a case-by-case basis.

Protests must be submitted in writing, using the standard form prescribed by the Competition Committee, within 2 days of the incident in question.  They must be accompanied by the protest fee (see Appendix B of by-laws), which will be refunded if the protest is upheld or considered reasonable.
